Thailand.

Since we are going to language school 5 days a week we go door to door almost every Saturday. It has
been the rainy season here in Thailand and it has rained almost every Saturday for over the past 2 months.
Most of the time we have been able to dodge the rain and still go out.

The New Life Baptist Church that we are attending had revival meetings in July and 2 people profess Jesus
Christ as their Savior! Also Mr. Thep and Mrs. Pat that we met while going door to door has been faithfully
coming to church and are going to join the church upon the baptism of his wife Mrs. Pat. The church
scheduled a baptism service at the river but it was rained out and then rescheduled it for the next Sunday
and it was rained out again so the church will have a baptism service at camp next month.

This is the 2" month of the 12 question campaign and each month we are giving out 3,000 newsletters to
the neighborhoods near the church. Last month the question was “Is there absolute Truth” and this month
“Is there a real God that we can know.” As we are passing these out we have seen people start reading these
right away. Please continue to pray that God will use these questions to penetrate the souls of the Thai
people with His Word.

We have been in language school for 7 months and we have studied:
The 44 consonants of Thai which are divided into the low class, mid class, and high class.
24 vowels of Thai which are divided into the short and long vowels.
